In our July board meeting, after review of the factors that were discussed in the workshop, the 

board voted to continue with the prohibition of the operation of LSVs on the roads in phases I through V of 

Ocean Ridge Plantation, as we voted at our May meeting.   

The Annual Meeting will be held on Saturday, September 24, at 10:00 a.m. in the Plantation Club.  Be sure to 

mark your calendars.  The results of the election will be announced and you will have an opportunity to meet 

the new board members.  In the meantime, enjoy the rest of your summer.

This is a reminder that the 2012 budget process is about to begin.  The Budget and Finance Committee will be meeting 

each week beginning mid-September through the early part of November to prepare the budget. 

All ORMA committees will be meeting during August and early September to prepare their budget requests for 2012.  

These requests will be submitted to the Budget and Finance Committee by September 7.  The Budget and Finance 

Committee will meet with each committee chair to review committee budget requests.  Such budget requests will be 

incorporated into the budget, which will be acted on by the ORMA Board in November. 

All property owners are invited to participate in the process by providing comments and ideas to the appropriate 

ORMA committee for items to be included in the 2012 budget.  A description of each committee's area of 

responsibility, along with a listing of its members, can be found at the ORMA online web site under Who's Who, or 

click here to go directly to the listing of the committees. 

Please use the e-mail address listed for each committee to communicate your comments and suggestions.  It is 

important that we address immediate concerns as well as have a long-range plan for maintaining and improving our 

community.  We encourage everyone to share ideas and insights that will make Ocean Ridge an even better place to 

live. 

Collection of 2011 assessments continues to be challenging.  As of July 13, the total assessments outstanding are 

$106,801, of which $71,074 is attributable to 2011.  We are continuing to monitor expenses closely as well.
