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Transition Update

Transition occurred as scheduled on January 1, 2010. As stipulated in the Covenants (CC&Rs), a number of
rights of the Declarant (developer) changed on that date; those changes are as follows:

1 The Declarant no longer appoints the members of the ORMA Board of Directors. The first election of
a Board by property owners will occur at the Annual Meeting in September 2010, as stipulated in the
Bylaws;

1T The Declarant i s now a class O0OAO property own
has one vote per property unit owned;

1 Beginning with 2010 assessments, the Declarant must pay the per lot assessments as rendered and
longer has the choice of deficit funding;

1 The Declarant can no longer unilaterally change the CC&Rs;

1 The Declarant can no longer disapprove actions of the Board and Committees that meet the terms an
conditions of the CC&Rs and Bylaws.

The affected ORMA committees have finished conducting audits of the various documents and processes
related to their particular areas of responsibility. Those audits are currently being reviewed and will be
published upon the completion of that process.

In addition, the ORMA Facilities Committee has conducted a physical inventory of all property owned by
ORMA that is located at facilities owned or leased by ORMA. This inventory is being reviewed to assure its
accuracy. Going forward, this inventory will be updated on a regular basis.

We expect to complete the review of the documents and processes audits, as well as the property inventory,
within the next 30 days. Upon completion of those reviews we will inform all property owners how they may
view those documents.
