The absolute most important thing to do, on a regular and consistent basis, is to be very observant about
what is happening around the Ocean Ridge area and report it to law enforcement if you have concerns.
Law enforcement cannot be everywhere all of the time but the residents of your community can be. We

are not implying that community members become enforcers or vigilantes, but instead, the eyes and ears fo

involvement. Crimes, from the smallest to the most major ones, affect everyone, not just the immediate
victims of a particular crime. It is unfortunate that law enforcement usually only meets citizens when they
have been victimized by crime and not in a proactive and positive setting. We are trying to change that
situation by educating citizens on ways to protect property and life through very simple and effective ideas
and strategies.

In the event you ask for assistance from law enforcement, please contact the front gate after any emergency
has been resolved to report the incident so that the responsible ORMA officials receive this information.

Given the importance of the patrticipation of Ocean Ridge residents in maintaining a safe community, your
Access & Safety Committee will soon reintroduce the Neighborhood Watch Program in Ocean Ridge. The
new program is designed to be more effective and simpler in its operation as compared with the earlier
program.

I have compiled a list of some simple but effective tips to help you reduce the chance of being a victim of
crime. Some of these include:

1 Have well functioning and appropriate lights inside and outside of your home. Criminals do not like to
be in the spotlight, so to speak. This will also help prevent injuries from falls and other accidents.

1 Investin araudiblealarm system for your home and garage. Install alarm signs around your home as
well. These signs are an excellent visual deterrent. Get the signs even if you choose not to get the
total alarm system. They work.

1 Consider installing a video security system and the signs that go with it. Videos are worth their weight
in gold for obvious reasons. The signs saying that you have a system are a serious crime prevention toc
as well.

1 Pets! Dogs of all sizes can be crime reducers. Large, attack dogs are obviously a deterrent and little dogs usually
have a piercing bark that will alert you to possible intruders while telling the intruders that they have been
detected.

1 Keep a cellular telephone and a telephone that has a direct cord to the wall of your home. The lined phone
works without electricity and the cellular phone will call 911 even without a service plan or activation.

1 Keep your car key fob beside your bed. The key fob is the device that unlocks your vehicles doors and trunk
remotely. If you hear something or you become frightened by a possible intruder, simply press the red panic
button and your vehicle in the garage or driveway will flash its lights and activate the horn which will repel the
intruder and possibly alert your neighbors who may witness or identify the fleeing intruder. It really works.

Pl ant thorny shrubbery around bedroom and bathroom

DO NOT leave your house key under the mat or concealed in a faux rock beside the doorway. This is the first
place criminals look. Keep it secured in a hidden lock box or with a trusted neighbor or family member.

1 When you are awayever leave your front porch light on all day, every day. That is an eye catcher for potential
criminals. Have someone turn it on and off for you or get a timer to automatically activate it as well as random
lamps inside of the home to make it appear that the home may be occupied.

1 Have mail, papers and other deliveries suspended or picked up by someone when away.

1T Have the sheriffds office perform periodic checks ¢

Simply looking out for one another and communicating your concerns to law enforcement can greatly reduce the
amount of crime that would otherwise occur in your beautiful community. Consider having meetings or forums

from time to time to encourage neighbors to share information about what they have observed and heard. These
information sharing meetings usually produce a lot of community discussion, which sometimes results in problems
being di scovered and subsequently resolved. The she

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Offeash Dogs

Recently, a group of three unleashed dogs injured a small dog owned by an Ocean Ridge property owner.
Luckily, the property owners were not harmed, and our Access and Safety Committee was able to determine
that it is unlikely that any further threat from these particular dogs exists.

Despite the requirement of our Rules and Regulations that all dogs remain leashed and under the control of
their owner whenever away from the ownerds prope
Ridge, or stray or escaped dogs may occasionally arrive here from outside our gates. In this community in
which most owners walk their dogs, the possibility of meeting a loose and perhaps dangerous dog while out i
the open with a pet warrants preparation.

Rick Kaplan is a professional dog trainer who owned a New York dog training school that specialized in traini
assistance dogs for those suffering from medical conditions. He now offers personal dog training to solve
behavioral problems in our locale. We asked him for some advice about what a resident should do in the eve
of an encounter with an unrestrained dog while o
find an exit,6 is Rickds counsel

Should you encounter a dog you do not know, who is not on leash or otherwise under the control of its owner
you should initially assume the dog is dangerous. You must nevertheless maintain a composed demeanor, ¢
and control your own dog, and assess the strange
your own behavior will cue the way in which your own dog will react.

If you are close to a building or vehicle into which you can quickly gain shelter, you and your dog should esce
the situation calmly, but without delay. If your pet is small enough, pick it up. If you are caught in the open
without proximity to shelter, you must accept that you cannot prevent the approach of the strange dog or dog
Instead of running away or trying to chase off the intruder, you must quietly observe the behavior of the
stranger and act in a nonthreatening manner. At the same time, keep your own pet as quiet as possible; if it
too large to pick up, put it in a sit position.

The behavior of an approaching animal that has unfriendly intentions may include any of the following:

Crouching, body low to the ground, ready to spring;

Barking in a shrill or uncomfortable voice;

Shows teeth, with or without growling;

Hackles on neck or upper back are raised;

Stares you in the eyes;

Tail carried straight out (90 degrees) and rigid;

Ears flattened against head,;

Moves directly toward you with head toward ground;

Tries to circle around you (do not allow such an animal to approach you from behind).

Your own behavior must be soothing and unthreatening toward the approaching dog:

Do not wave your arms, scream or shout;

Do not stare directly into its eye$ avert your gaze toward one or the other side, or the feet, while still
observing intently;

Stretch your hands by your sides, but far enough away from your body for the approaching dog to readily see;
turn your palms away from the approaching animal,

Remain motionless and let the strange dog sniff you;
Speak to the strange dog softly and soothingly, 0g
Make no attempt to corner or restrain the dog;

When the strange dog is finished checking you out, back away slowly and calmly, in small steps; if your own dog
becomes frenetic, soothe the intruder. Offer or drop a treat for the stranger, if you have one.

The behavior of your own dog can greatly affect the outcome of an encounter with a strange dog. An excitable,
barking dog will make it difficult for you to defuse the interaction and keep you and your pet safe. Be sure your dog
is obedient and understands and complies with these basic commands: sit, down, stay, come, no bark.

The Alliance of Brunswick County Property Owners @
Associations (ABCPOA) has done some research on the
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VA Facility in Brunswick County’?

n the past several months there have been ser
convertlng the Brunswick Community Hospital (BCH) into a Community Based Veterans Admlnlstratlon (VA)
clinic once the new Novant hospital is completed in the spring of 2011.

The hospital is currently controlled by the Brunswick Hospital Authority. A change in control to the Brunswick
County Commissioners is being discussed, as they would have a better negotiating position with regard to
transfer of the facility to the VA.

Although converting BCH to a VA clinic has the support of the county commissioners, as well as the backing
our U.S. Representative Mike Mclintyre, it still has not been approved by Veterans Affairs. The Secretary of
Veterans Affairs is Retired Army General Eric Shinseki, former Army Chief of Staff

The current health care of veterans in our area is met through the VA hospital in Fayetteville, North Carolina,
and its affiliated local clinic in Wilmington and the VA hospital in Charleston, South Carolina, and its affiliated
local clinic in Myrtle Beach. The clinics are essentially primary care physician offices with minimum services
available. Major care requirements are provided by the associated VA hospital.

On November 9, Representative Mclntyre announced the plans to upgrade the Wilmington local clinic into a
super clinic in a new 100,000 square foot building at the airport at a cost of $95 million. This facility would
include a pharmacy and other specialists not offered in the area now. It should be noted that the current clini
has openings for doctors (four of seven positions are vacant) and other staff. As of now, the upgrade appea
to be a "done deal," but the construction contract has not been awarded.

There are now an estimated 15,000 to 16,000 veterans currently living in Brunswick County. The 2010 censl
will update this number. It is reported that 73% of the patient load in the Wilmington VA clinic comes from
Brunswick County.

Converting the soorto-be-vacated Brunswick Community Hospital into a VA clinic would provide many

benefits for the county, including job creation and an incentive for veterans looking to relocate. The relocatin
veterans would spur the economic climate in the county, while at the same time the VA would save the capite
cost of a new facility and improve the delivery of services to the growing population of veterans in the county.

The Star News reported that the new super clinic could stall plans for a new VA facility in Brunswick County
for at least a few years. Bruce Triplett, former director (retired in Feb 2010) of the VA hospital in Fayetteville,
said his agency had originally planned to open a clinic in Supply to serve the booming Brunswick veteran
population. He went on to say that the VA would now assess the impact of Wilmington's new super clinic in
